FIRST AID AND CPR CLASSES AT CSUF

American Red Cross certified course in First Aid and CPR are taught on campus by Red Cross certified campus personnel.  Types:

· First Aid

· CPR – Adult

· CPR – Child and Infant
· CPR – Professional Rescuer

· AED (Automated External Difibrillator)

Courses are hands-on and take approximately 4 hours to complete, including a multiple-choice exam.  To get a Red Cross certificate, you must pass 80% of the exam.
COST:  $20 per person (faculty, staff or student) for each First Aid course or CPR course.  

NOTE:  CPR courses are normally just Adult CPR.  However, upon request, CPR for children and infants can be included.  Special requests must be made for CPR for the Professional Rescuer and for AED’s.

CERTIFICATION LENGTH:

Upon successful completion of the course, the certification is good for:
· First Aid – 3 years

· CPR – 1 year
